e Between Jan. 1 - Mar. 15, a total of 779
courses were approved via the online stand-
alone approval process

* These will retain limited approval for the
2014-15 Academic Year

* These will also require review and approval by
the CCCCO
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Stand-Alone Course Verification

e All 779 stand-alone courses will be reviewed
by the CCCCO

* |f the course does not meet the requirements
of title 5, then the CCCCO will contact the
college

By December 31, 2014, if your colleges has
not been contacted, the course will retain it’s
approval
