	Defines Distance Education and applies the Americans with Disabilities Act and Section 508 requirements.
	Online courses and supporting technology must be accessible as defined by Section 508 and the ADA.

	Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act
	Section 508 specifies criteria for accessible electronic information and technology, and is required whenever such technology or information is developed, maintained, procured, or used.
	Electronic Information and Technology must be accessible. 

	
	
	Ad-hoc accommodations are not acceptable; you must make your online course materials accessible even if you don’t know of a student with a disability in the course.

	Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA)
	The Americans with Disabilities Act addresses the need for our programs and services to be accessible to individuals with disabilities.
	As a public entity, the CCC System must abide by Title II of the ADA and make all programs and services accessible to individuals with disabilities.
